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FEATURES OF COPPER INSURANCE IN UKRAINE

In recent years, Ukrainian national and communal health care institutions have not been able to
provide free medical care of the appropriate quality and volume guaranteed by the Constitution of
Ukraine. Therefore, solving this scientific question has become an urgent need, especially in the
context of comprehensive reform of the health care sector with an emphasis on financing and
implementation of mandatory health insurance.

The introduction of mandatory health insurance in Ukraine would allow expanding access to
health care for the population and would provide additional resources for the health care system.
The government should determine the key medical services provided to the population, the size of
the insurance premium, and effectively coordinate the interaction between all participants in the
system, resolving possible conflicts and controlling financial flows.

Insurance medicine guarantees citizens the provision of certain medical services free of
charge in the event of an insured event. It is necessary to conclude a contract with the insurer to
attract the appropriate medical institution in order to provide quality services. The insurer is
responsible for costs related to medical care from the moment of the citizen's first payment to the
insurance fund. To analyze the modern financial mechanism of health care in Ukraine, it is worth
considering Article 49 of the Constitution of Ukraine, which guarantees the right of citizens to
medical care and insurance. The authorities need to provide effective and affordable medical care
for all citizens, which will simultaneously promote the development of medicine in institutions of
various forms of ownership. The deterioration of the financial and economic situation in the
country reduces the state's ability to finance health care needs from budget funds. Therefore, it is
urgent to legislate the introduction of mandatory state health insurance. Research demonstrates the
benefits of voluntary health insurance, including mobilizing additional resources for health care,
expanding consumer choice, and stimulating innovation.

Mandatory state health insurance is considered an effective way to cover the costs of
treatment, diagnosis, prevention and rehabilitation.

Its implementation has the following characteristics:

— accumulation of funds through targeted insurance premiums;

— regulation of relations between all system participants on a contractual basis;

— stimulation of competition between medical institutions and insurance companies;

- financing of medical care at the expense of accumulated funds in the system.

So, health insurance is social protection for the population regarding health and provides
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collective responsibility (financial and medical assistance) in case of illness. This aid mechanism
is widely implemented in many countries of the world. The main tasks of mandatory medical
insurance are: — ensuring equal rights of citizens to receive free medical care; - adequate financial
provision of medical care; - creation of a competitive market with the use of modern medical
equipment to improve the quality of services and assistance.
