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It is substantiated that within the framework of the institutional-behavioral approach, the land
system of rural areas should be considered as a certain structure that accumulates the socio-
economic experience of society and the state, a system of formed laws, relationships and traditions,
connections and a way of thinking. A logical and meaningful model of the structure of the
institutional environment of the land system of rural areas has been developed as a socio-economic-
ecological system, which is formed by various institutions and institutes. In particular, these are the
institutions of the external environment (or higher-order systems), which set the "rules of the game™
for the subjects of each of the subsystems of the rural land system. Its elements are the institutions of
law, the institution of property, the institution of the market, institutions as parts that ensure
compliance with formal rules. It is substantiated that land use is a specific institution of socio-
economic development of society and, accordingly, the land system, which serves to achieve certain
goals of those groups, which, however, are interconnected with it. The development of this
institution in Ukraine, first of all, contributes to the formation of a socialized business environment,
the affirmation of new social values of land relations in society. Institutions and institutes for the
development of land relations are considered by us, on the one hand, as a state tool that stimulates
socio-economic development and the processes of modernization of the land use economy, which
rather refers to the external institutional environment, and on the other hand, as an institutional
("rules of the game™) component and organizational structures that carry out the redistribution of
land and other natural resources for the implementation of projects of socio-economic development
of territories and the formation of a land use.

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Studies of part of the thesaurus frame of the theory of land organization showed that the
absolute champion in terms of mentions on the World Wide Web of Google is the term "Land
organization" - 8.4 billion. mentions, in second place — "Legal Land organization” and "Economics
of land organization" - 5.7 and 5.5 billion, respectively mentions. It is justified that the economics of
land planning is a science based on normative economic theory. There is a dialectical relationship
between the two directions of economic theory — "normative and positive". The main provisions of
regulatory economics, which determine and express the goals of socio-economic and ecological
development, affect the structure and content of economic land relations (interests) and ultimately
sustainable (balanced) land use. In turn, real economic interests and interrelationships, which are
investigated by positive economic theory, determine the ways to achieve the goal and, if necessary,
adjust the goal itself. In this construction, the goal is a defining subsystem, forming the content and
direction of development of ecological and economic land relations. The economics of land
planning examines what the economics of land use should be and the system of value relations that
express the goals of sustainable land use development. Accordingly, it is substantiated that the
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
